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MSD narrowing
down unmaintained
drainage easements

The Ponte Vedra Municipal Service
District continues to get closer to figur-
ing out a plan to get to the bottom of the
ongoing drainage issues residents are
faced with.

According to MSD trustee Mickey
White, he has looked into all the old plats
from Seaview Park to Le Master Drive,
San Jaun Drive and Ponte Vedra Boule-
vard, with a focus on the older plats that
have language dedicating drainage ease-
ments to private entities.

“In these cases, they did not directly
dedicate these drainage easements to the
county,” White said.

He stated that there are a number of
locations, in particular the ones that he
has pinpointed as causing some of the
biggest issues in
this area.

White stated a couple of examples that
he found during his search, including one
on Le Master and one that cuts from Le

Mickler’s Landing beachfront
parking reopened

St. Johns County has re-opened public

access to Mickler’s Landing beachfront
parking and beach access as progress
continues on the $38.6 million Ponte Vedra
Beach Restoration Project.

As the project continues towards its estimat-
ed completion in early-August, the
parking lot may be closed intermittently for
public safety during the repair or delivery
of large contractor equipment, and again for
demobilization after construction is complete.

The public can stay updated on the proj-
ect and beach parking closures at sjcfl.us/
PVB and by using the County’s mobile app
SJC Connect, available at sjcfl.us/SJC-
Connect.

The county announced Feb. 21 that it will
restore storm-damaged dunes and berms to
provide storm protection to upland infrastruc-
ture with more than 2 million cubic yards of
sand dredged in from the ocean.

The project will create additional environ-
mental habitat for wildlife and enhance the
recreational value of the beach. The project
will stretch from the St. Johns-Duval County
line to the Guana Tolomato Matanzas National
Estuarine Research Reserve, about nine miles
of coastline.

Tell us a little about yourself and your background.

My name is Alison. My family and I have been in the Ponte Vedra Beach area for
the last 13 years.

My husband is retired Army and during his last deployment, our two oldest chil-
dren and I moved here to the beaches.

Since then, we grew to a family of six. Although we have only been here for 13
years, my family has been part of the beaches for the last 30-plus years.

My husband and I recently started a business called Athletic Performance Solu-
tion, LLC to help athletes gain the performance edge both mentally and physically.
My husband has been training people from all walks of life since retiring (and

before) and has grown to work with athletes.

I have a Masters in performance enhancement/injury prevention (essential-
ly strength and conditioning athletes) and added another Masters in clinical mental
health counseling at the University of North Florida.

During my internship at UNF, I worked exclusively with the athletes on their
mental health and their mental performance both in the office and outside while
working with horses as part of equine assisted learning.

After my internship and graduation, I was hired to continue my work with the
athletes. I am now a licensed therapist, certified in mental performance and equine
assisted learning and therapy.

What are some of the ways you help local athletes?

Adversity is no stranger to people of all walks of life and certainly not athletes.
I help athletes through hard times whether it be on the field or off the field. I work
with both teams and individuals.

While working with teams, we work on cohesion, standards, effort as well as the
mental performance skills the coaches feel are necessary.

When working with individuals, I listen to the athletes and work with them to
individualize the plan to fit their needs. There definitely is not one size that fits all
when it comes to mental health or mental performance.

Has the mental side of sports always
been a passion for you?

Honestly, I got into mental health to help veterans and their families since it was
so close to me but quickly uncovered, it was too close.

I was given an amazing opportunity, due to my background in sports as a strength
and conditioning coach and former student athlete, to work with athletes.

I quickly realized why this work resonated with me. As a former athlete, I
walked away from my sport after an injury and if I had someone like me to help me
through it, I may have stuck with it.

You recently started your own private practice in the Ponte Vedra area, what are
your goals and objectives for the practice moving forward?

I have a mental health private practice called Life Unbridled, LLC where I pro-
vide mental health services working with equines, walk and talk therapy, traditional
talk therapy and art therapy.

In addition, my husband and I have recently started Athletic Performance Solu-
tion, LLC to help athletes of all ages level up and help them achieve goals of play-
ing at their best.

We are hoping to grow and reach more athletes that are struggling to grow and
achieve that next level.

What do you enjoy most about your joh?

Wow, do I love my job! I love to see athletes achieve their goals. I love to see
their faces when they make connections in the office or on the field. I love to see
them truly enjoy their sport and how it plays out on the court or field because who
doesn’t play their best when they are having fun?

And I can’t forget the love I have from making the connections with the athletes.

What do you enjoy most about living in the North Florida area?

We moved down here because we love the fact that our children are safe and can
go out and play. We love the location close to the beach and the community that
Ponte Vedra offers.

As a former athlete herself, Leapley-Williams understands the important role
mental health can have for an athlete both on and off the playing field.

What are some of the aspects of the industry that are more challenging?

Even with all the talk about mental health in the past few years, I do realize there is still
a stigma attached to it, which is why I feel athletes will seek a mental performance coach
before a mental health therapist.

Working with teams has challenges, too. Some players may not have the buy-in, which
can make the work more challenging, but I try to connect with all players on the team to get
the buy-in.

Some coaches may feel they need to relinquish control for me to help, which is not the
case at all. In fact, I need collaboration with coaches to be successful.

What would be some tips to parents when it comes to their children and
making sure they maintain strong mental health?

Some tips for parents would be to make sure their children are having fun and enjoy their
sport.

I do see some young athletes come in and feel the pressure from their parents, which
could be the cause of them not playing at their best.

Self-talk is one of the first questions I will ask about. How do they talk to themselves? Is
how they talk to themselves productive? Would they talk to their friends the way they talk
to themselves?

Another tip is uncovering their “why.” Why do they play their sport? Why do they love
their sport? Keep that “why” at the forefront of their mind and make it part of their routine.

What do you like to do in your free time?

If I am not working, I can typically be found at one of our kids’ sporting events or at a
UNF sporting event.

On the rare occasion that we do not have any sports, I will find something to ensure I do
what I preach, which is self-care.

Master to Corona Road, where drainage
pipe ownership is in question.

“If you’re on Le Master and you back
up to the homes on Seaview, there’s actu-
ally an old drainage ditch that is basically
unmaintained and it’s got some failing
structures,” White said. “The custody of
these easements is unclear.”

White believes such cases where issues
can be traced to are ones the MSD needs
to bring before the county to see if they
are willing to do anything to take owner-
ship of the easements in question and
enforce their easement rights to correct
and maintain the drainage pipes

moving forward.

“In some of these cases it’s private
property that is going to these drainage
facilities that ultimately make it in the la-
goons, but in a lot of these cases, it’s also
county right-of-way or county land that
is going into the pipes and then making it
into the ponds,” White said.

In some instances, White stated that
the drains in question have not been
maintained in years because when the
easements were recorded to a developer
decades ago and it is now a development
entity that no longer exists and therefore
the drain has no more active owner to
keep on top of its needed maintenance.

These are also cases that were not dedi-
cated to a homeowners

association or the public, so finding an
owner may be impossible because there
essentially is no longer an operating
business tasked with keeping up with the
drain.

“So now you have homeowners who
are like, ‘“This pipe has collapsed and
its flooding in my backyard, but I’'m not
really permitted to go in and fool with
this,””” White said. “I believe we should
study these cases and get a title report to
try and clarify that, so that then we have
something to take to the county to advo-
cate that the county should adopt those
drainage easements.”

MSD chairman Al Hollon has already
asked the county to provide him with
an aerial photo and a map of the drain-
age going into the lagoon to mark which
pipes are county maintained and which
ones are not.

“Things like this need to be resolved,
and if necessary we’ll just file a title
suite, which is what we did with Sunset,
for the pocket park,” Hollon said.

This is just the start of narrowing down
all the unmaintained drainage easements
that exist in the MSD, but it is something
the board has set their sights on because
it is the only step to take when trying to
correct the drainage problems faced.

“We need to get all of these easements
in question together so that we can pres-
ent a package to the county and not one-
at-a-time or piecemeal,” White said.
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Nemours mental health
program offers timely treatment

Nemours Children’s Health, Jackson-
ville has announced a new program that
will help meet the growing demand for
pediatric behavioral health services.

The Pediatric Acute Telemental Health
(PATH) program provides video visits to
North Florida area families with children
ages 2-17 for mental health issues includ-
ing ADHD, behavior problems, depression
and anxiety.

There has been a marked increase in
mental health issues among children in
recent years. In 2023, Nemours Kid-
sHealth commissioned the “What’s Wor-
rying America’s Kids” survey. The data
showed more than one in three children
worry at least once a week, primarily
about school and friendships, with their
tendency to worry progressing with age.

There are significant barriers to men-
tal health services, such as cost and not
enough providers. Those factors, com-
bined with increased demand, often lead to
wait times of six months or more.

“We know that children are struggling,
and more often than not, long waiting lists
keep them from getting an appointment,
making the problem worse,” said Amanda
Lochrie, Ph.D, licensed psychologist
and division chief, psychology, Nemours

-

Children’s Health, Jacksonville. “We want
parents to know that they are not alone
during challenging times and that through
PATH they can get help quickly.”

PATH offers children short-term care
with a licensed mental health provider
within a week. The team of professionals
provides assessment and treatment recom-
mendations, crisis intervention, referrals
and brief treatment options.

A PATH appointment is a face-to-face
video visit with a mental health profes-
sional. Children do not have to be a
Nemours Children’s patient to access the
program. PATH offers extended hours for
appointments, as well as Saturday appoint-
ment times. PATH hours are 8 a.m. to 8
p.m. Monday through Thursday, 8 a.m. to
5 p.m. Friday, and 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. Satur-
day. A visit can cost as little as nothing or
a copay, depending on insurance coverage
of telehealth services.

“Nemours’ vision is to address the is-
sues that impact children today to create
the healthiest generations of children,”
said Lochrie. “We know access to mental
health care is one of the most important
factors in a child’s development and
through PATH, we hope to help achieve
that goal,”

The PATH program is available for
children 2-17 who live in the following
counties: Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau and
St. Johns.

Request an appointment by calling 904-
697-3600. Press 2 for appointments, or use
the Nemours app to request an appoint-
ment:

1. Go to the App Store or Google Play.

2. Search for Nemours and download
the app.

3. Once the app has downloaded, you
can make an appointment.

What to know about applying
for an extension on your tax return

The Internal Revenue Service reports
that the deadline to file a 2023 tax return
is Monday, April 15, 2024. The vast
majority of taxpayers will have no issue
filing by the deadline, but some may not
be able to file on time. In such instances,
taxpayers can apply for an extension of
time to file.

An extension is not necessarily as
straightforward as the term suggests. In
fact, the IRS urges taxpayers to be aware
that applying for an extension does not
grant taxpayers an extension of time to
pay their taxes. Failure to pay by the
April 15 deadline could incur penalties,
even for people who have applied for an
extension. The IRS urges taxpayers to
estimate any owed taxes by the deadline
and submit payments for those estimates
by April 15.

Extension requests must be submitted
by the regular return due date.

Some taxpayers may not have to sub-
mit an extension return. The IRS notes
that taxpayers in certain disaster areas do
not need to submit an extension elec-

tronically or on paper. For example, the
IRS had already determined by February
2024 that Maine taxpayers impacted by
severe storms and flooding qualified for
tax relief. Various deadlines, including
the April 15 filing deadline for individu-
als and businesses, were extended to June
17, 2024. Maine taxpayers are urged to
contact a tax preparation professional to
determine if they are eligible for the later
deadline. A list of additional extensions
affecting the 2024 filing deadline can be
found at https://www.irs.gov/newsroom/
tax-relief-in-disaster-situations.

Individual taxpayers, regardless
of income, can use the IRS Free File
(https://www.irs.gov/filing/free-file-do-
your-federal-taxes-for-free) to request an
automatic tax-filing extension. Filing that
form gives taxpayers until October 15 to
file a return. If October 15 falls on a
Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday,
the due date is extended until the next
business day.

Taxpayers applying for an extension
are urged to visit irs.gov.

A person’s home should be a safe
haven. Too often, however, there may be
dangers lurking in a home that can com-
promise the safety of residents.

Electrical fires are no joke. The Hart-
ford insurance company says electri-
cal failure or malfunctions account for
almost 34,000 home fires per year. The
National Fire Protection Association says
they can contribute to 440 deaths and
$1.3 billion in direct property damage
annually.

Older homes may be most vulnerable
to electrical fires, as such structures were
not designed to handle the demands of
modern living. The insurance experts at
Nationwide say half of all homes in the
United States have electrical systems that
were installed before garage door open-
ers, high-tech coffee makers, and many
computers became must-have items.

In 2022,
the National Electric Code started requir-
ing AFClIs in bedrooms, and by 2017 they
have been mandated throughout homes.

* Conduct a home electrical inspection.
All homes more than 40 years old should
be inspected to ensure their electrical
systems can handle modern demands, says
Nationwide. A qualified electrician can
make recommendations regarding replac-
ing breakers and suggest other modifica-
tions to improve safety. Utilize a moni-
tor. Ting from Whisker Labs monitors a
home’s electrical network using a smart
plug-in sensor that is designed to detect
hazards. The company indicates micro-
arcs and sparks that develop are precursors
to electrical fires.

e Turn to automatic shut-offs. Home-
owners can utilize appliances and addi-
tional devices that automatically shut off
after a set period of time. This can reduce
the risk of overheating.

.» Don’t go DIY. Choosing to work with
a professional electrician rather than doing
electrical work oneself can help reduce
electrical fire risk considerably.

okay, why do all this extra work?

One reason is that having good metrics
appears to be a hallmark of good perfor-
mance.

Topiaries and ornamental standards

Creative Gardens & Nursery, shares her tips for growing gorgeous
gardens in Northeast Florida.

Many Topiaries and Ornamental Standards
thrive in our Florida climate! Topiaries are
plants that are pruned into ornamental shapes
including balls, cones, and spirals or more
intricate designs such as animals or birds. A
Standard is a “lollipop” shaped form similar to
a small tree with a bare trunk and round ball of
leaves and blooms at the top.

Topiaries and Standards come in both
evergreen varieties as well as flowering plants.
As medium sized plants, they create a perfect

ﬂh .i'
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middle ground between low growers and high
bushes or trees. These plant styles create a
focal point in your garden and enhance your
landscape. They can be planted on their own
or in groups to add a unique touch to your
garden.

Evergreen Topiaries will stay green through-
out all seasons of the year. Here in northeast
Florida, the most popular evergreen Topiaries
include Eugenia, Juniper, and Podocarpus.
Each of these can be shaped in many ways,
but they are typically found shaped in cones or
in 1-, 2-, or 3-balls stacked vertically.

Escape to Margaritaville shows through May 12

It’s official that until May 12, Alham-
bra Theatre & Dining will be on island
time, or at least that is the vibe created as
the theatre is currently showing “Jimmy
Buffett’s Escape to Margaritaville.”
